The selection committee will be seeking candidates whose applications show a strong potential to contribute to the advancement of their discipline and field of specialization in the home country and a commitment to the preparation of the next generation of scholars and professionals. Your essay should not exceed three typed pages.

Privacy Policy Statement

Information about candidates and participants of programs is required for the American Councils for International Education: ACTR/ACCELS to administer the programs, to evaluate their quality and effectiveness, as well as to develop new projects.

The American Councils firmly adheres to the principle of confidentiality of information received from program candidates and participants and uses the information in accordance with this Privacy Policy Statement. 4. Three recommendations from employers or professors (the form on pages 9 – 10 may be copied ).  Letters of Nomination must be signed and must include the name, address, and telephone number of the person providing the recommendation.  Letters of Nomination must also have the stamp or seal of the organization or institution where the nominating individual works.  Applicants submitting Letters of Nomination in the local language must submit certified English translations of these letters, as well as the local language original.
